S upreme Knight Carl Anderson has announced a "Food for Families™ Program as part of a

"Neighbours helping Neighbours" initiative. The "Food for families" program was started
based on a poll both in the United States and Canada stating that because of the
downturn in the economy, the demand on food banks has increased considerably.
he state board is aware that many Ontar io councils have and are continuing to support
T their local food banks, and for that reason one million dollars has been earmarked to help
restock food banks in local areas. State jurisdictions who can show that at least 25% of
their active councils are tak ing part in support of their local  food bank will receive a share of
the fund.
ur council has submiitted a "Food for Families" report showing our continued support for
O our own local food bank, and how St Joseph's Parish has bee n involved in the local foo d
bank since its inception . Chatham” OUTREACH FOR HUNGER" food bank was an
outgrowth of a need identified by the Parish Council of St Joseph's Parish in 1987, was set up
with a board of directors and incorporated in August 1988, and was opened to the needy of the
area in October 1988.
rom the earliest days, over 21 years ago, to the writing of this report, the food bank has
Fbeen and is still staffed by a number of volunteers, some of whom are members of the
Knight of Columbus from St Joseph's Council 10436.
Assisting in the running and organization of the food bank warehouse, sorting, packing,
delivering, and food runs to and from local grocery stores, are just a few of the tasks carried
out weekly by our member volunteers. Other  volunteers bring the food donations from the
Churches to the food bank warehouse after a weekend food drive at a local parish.
n a recent conversation with the director of the food bank, she
I told me that with the downturn in the local economy, and
increased unemployment in t his area, more families are turning to
the local food bank for help. Requests for  assistance have increased
25% over past years.
und Raising and cash donations from our council have included 3
Fdonations of $500 each in January, June and October 2009, and
in January 2010, $786 in profit from our annual "Turkey Raffle"
as well as 4 Turkeys were turned over to the food bank. This totalled
over $2,300.
