r Richard was the Pastor of the St Joseph ð St Ursula Cluster from July 

2008, when the cluster was formed.  He will be missed by all of  us.  He was 

the Chaplain for both the St Joseph and the St Ursula Councils of the 

Knights of Columbus, and was in the process of transferring his Fourth 

Degree membership to the Father James Assembly.     

e was born on October 2, 1951 in Mangalore -Karnatak, India. He obtained 

a Bachelorõs degree in History from Karnataka University, a Bachelorõs 

degree in Philosophy from the Papal Athaenaeum in Poona (Pune) India, a 

Masterõs degree in English from Calcutta University and a Masterõs degree in 

Theology from Morning> Star College Regional Seminary, Calcutta.  

ather Saldanha  was headmaster at St. Peter's High School and chaplain to 

Mother Teresa's Mother House from 1979 -1985. From 1985 -1987, he was 

the director of Boy's town of Mother Teresa. He served as a parish priest 

at St. Patrick in Dum Dum from 1987 -1993, at Sacred Hea rt, Asansol as well as 

pro-vicar of Cathedral from 1993 -1998, and at St. Theresa, Durgapur from 1998 -

2003.  

 

ather Saldanha came to Canada in 2003, residing in parishes in the 

Archdiocese of Toronto: Immaculate Conception, Port Perry in 2003 and 

Saints Ma rtha and Mary, Mississauga in 2004. In 2004, he came to the 

Diocese of London, serving briefly in summer ministry at Our Lady Help of 

Christians, Watford; St. Matthew, Alvinston; and All Saints, Strathroy. He served 

as administrator of Our Lady Help of Chr istians, Watford and St. Matthew, 

Alvinston until 2008 until he became pastor of St. Joseph and St. Ursula, 

Chatham. 
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r Richard Saldanha was ordained a diocesan priest for the Asansol Diocese, 

Kolkata, India, on May 11, 1979. He was well known in the regi on for his 

preaching ð homilies, retreats, seminars and youth camps. Charismatic prayer 

groups always looked for his guidance.  

e has been known for his Bible camps, where young people are trained to 

read, explain, act and preach the Bible.  

any young people have been trained in public speaking in various languages, 

as Fr Richard was highly proficient in Bengali, Hindi and English.  

e worked with Blessed Mother Teresa for 8 years, including 3 years in 

close association with her Orphanage, Boys Town, whic h was directly under 

her patronage.  

e had vast experience, being a parish priest for over 25 years, and was the 

principal of a High School for 6 years. Since October of 2004 he has been 

serving the parishioners of St. Matthewõs Parish in Alvinston and Our Lady 

Help of Christians Parish in Watford.  

tory telling was his strong point. Who can ever forget his homilies. Every 

talk or homily always contained one or more stories as he used to say òA 

story is the shortest distance to the truthó. 

ost of us treasure the little anecdote books he wrote and he distributed 

them for a small donation to R.O.T.I. He had this R each Out  To India ð 

one of his projects which helped the Madonna Missions.
