Rivard.

David Bondy, Grand Knight of the
Council 10436, found a way to honour
these men that meant a lot to their
families.

Before a recent meeting of the club,
Bondy had signs made up with the
names of the deceased members which
he placed on their seats during the
meeting. He said it gave the family
members a chance to see where their
loved ones would have normally sat

during the meetings.
Bondy said the families stood near the signs

and gained some comfort. The men were also honoured by having their names read aloud during a

recent memorial Mass.

“it was a way of showing respect and appreciation for the men that have gone,” he said,

Bondy said the District Deputy, John Marentette, who is in charge of all the local K of C councils, plans
to talk to other councils about doing the same thing to honour deceased members.

Bondy has a message for all practicing Catholic gentlemen to join their local K of C Council “and feel the

joy of helping people and giving.” He also encourages men of all
faiths to join men’s organizations in their churches “to help do the
work that God wants us to do — It is a wonderful experience”.
